Lord,  you have taught  us that  all  our  doings without  love are nothing 
worth: send your Holy Spirit and pour into our hearts that most excellent 
gift  of  love,  the  true  bond  of  peace  and  of  all  virtues,  without  which 
whoever lives is counted dead before you. Grant this for your only Son 
Jesus Christ’s sake, who is alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the 
Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

First Reading Genesis 6.9-21 (p.264)

This is the story of Noah: Noah was a good man. As far as God was 
concerned, the Earth had become evil. There was violence everywhere. 
God took one look and saw how bad it was. God said to Noah, "I'm going 
to bring a flood on the Earth that will destroy everything alive under 
Heaven! "But I'm going to establish a covenant with you: You'll build an 
ark and your sons, your wife and your sons' wives will come on board with 
you. You are also to take two of each living creature, a male and a 
female, on board the ship, to preserve their lives with you: two of every 
species of bird, mammal, and reptile—two of everything so as to preserve 
their lives along with yours. Also get all the food you'll need and store it up 
for you and them." Noah did everything God commanded him to do.

21‘Not everyone who says to me, “Lord, Lord,” will enter the kingdom of 
heaven, but only the one who does the will of my Father in heaven. 22On 
that day many will say to me, “Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your 
name, and cast out demons in your name, and do many deeds of power 
in your name?” 23Then I will declare to them, “I never knew you; go away 
from me, you evildoers.”
24Everyone then who hears these words of mine and acts on them will be 
like a wise man who built his house on rock.  25The rain fell, the floods 
came, and the winds blew and beat  on that  house, but it  did not fall, 
because it had been founded on rock.  26And everyone who hears these 
words of mine and does not act on them will be like a foolish man who 
built  his house on sand.  27The rain fell,  and the floods came, and the 
winds blew and beat against that house, and it fell – and great was its 
fall!’ 28Now when Jesus had finished saying these things, the crowds were 
astounded at his teaching,  29for he taught them as one having authority, 

and not as their scribes.
